Å Output 
ïsize
ïquality 
ï longevity

Å Reliability
Å Profile availability
Å Cost (purchase and operating)
Å Speed
Å Noise
Å Physical size
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Inks

Dye-based (Canon / Hewlett Packard) 
ï Wide gamut / vivid
ï Shorter but increasing life
ï Expensive

Pigment-based (Epson)

ï Longer life but advantage narrowing
ï Expensive

Third-party
ï Usually dye-based
ï Gamut, hue and lifespan unknown
ï Relatively inexpensive
ï Not recommended for commerce (gift cards?)

Å Format (cut vs. roll)
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Paper Types
Å Matte

ï Low contrast, gamut and reflectivity
ï Usually lower cost
ï Various colours (bright white to cream)
ï Good durability & excellent fade resistance (up to 100 yrs with pigment inks)

Å Semi-Gloss / Luster / Glossy
ï Higher contrast, gamut and reflectivity
ï Higher cost
ï Usually bright white
ï Acceptable durability & fade resistance (up to 40+ years)

Å Fine Art
ï Low contrast, gamut and reflectivity
ï Higher cost
ï Various colours (bright white to cream)
ï Acceptable durability & fade resistance (up to 40+ years)

Å Specialty e.g. Canvas, Watercolour
ï Low contrast, gamut and reflectivity
ï Highest cost
